Riversgate Survivor Camp 2010 Rules and Guidelines 

August 17th  – 20th, 2010

I. General Information

a. Students will be assigned a tribe to start the camp.  Tribes will be led by college students who will coach, encourage and mentor the tribal members through the experience.  
b. Each day, tribes will compete in three unique challenges.  Winning a food challenge will increase the food offering each tribal member can receive over the three days. Winning the Reward Challenge will allow a tribe to participate in a “fun” event together.  Winning the Immunity Challenge will allow a tribe to be free from a tribal “handicap” that the other tribes will have to endure for one night.

c. Each challenge will be worth a number of points.  Points will cumulate over the entire camp.  The tribe with the most points at the end of camp wins the Champion Necklaces.

d. Each night there will be a tribal council where teams will have the chance to move a player from one tribe to another.  Example:  Tribe 1 can have a member of Tribe 2 switch with a member of Tribe 3.  There is no trading from your own tribe to another.

e. The last night, tribes will have the ability to bring a player back to their tribe from another tribe.

f. Also each night, we will have a time of worship and reflection on how God wants us to endure challenges in school and how he can give us strength to face hardships in life. 

g. Tribes will stay at adjacent camp sites with women college leaders staying in the girls’ tents and men college leaders staying in the boys’ tents.

II. Participant Cost

a. $185 per person includes all transportation, camp site fees, food and activities fees, tribe t-shirt.

b. Scholarships of up to $50/person are available.  You must discuss your situation with Jeff to be eligible for consideration.  

III. We will depart Riversgate at 10:00 a.m. on August 17th and return at 4:00 p.m. August 20th.

IV. Event List
a. As we are endeavoring to keep the events a surprise for students, students should submit an email address that will have “parents’ eyes only” to which Jeff will send a daily breakdown of planned tribal events and rewards for their review.  In order for a student to come on the trip, parents will need to have read over the event list.
b. No all tribe members will participate in all events.  Some events are designed to have smaller numbers of participants.  If students are uncomfortable with any events, they may choose not to participate without penalty to the tribe.

Packing List

I. All participants may bring the equivalent of a CARRY-ON Bag and a personal bag or backpack.  Due to limitations in transportation space, large suitcases will not be permitted.
II. The majority of the race will be outside.  Make sure you wear clothing at all times that is conducive to rapid changes in weather and which is comfortable to move…thinking about layers will work best.  The nights at the coast will be cool, dipping into the mid 40s, where the days can bring temperatures anywhere from a low of 55 to highs near 80.  0 
III. Items to be sure to bring:

a. Running or cross-trainer shoes

b. Toiletries

c. Change of clothes for three nights, four days.  You will want to include some longer sweat pants or other clothing that you may be comfortable hiking in cooler weather.
d. Rain gear that you may choose to carry with you as weather dictates.

e. Journal, Bible, pad of paper to write on and pen.

f. Swim Suit (Ladies please wear appropriate suits that are either one pieces or that can be covered with shorts / t-shirt during the competition.) Sorry guys, no Speedos.

g. Water bottle

h. Sleeping Bag, sleeping pad (individual inflated are fine, but please no larger inflatables) and Pillow
i. Sweats / hang-out clothes for the evenings on the beach.
j. Two towels

k. WE WILL NEED TENTS…IF YOU HAVE A 4 PERSON OR LARGER TENT, PLEASE LET JEFF KNOW…WE WILL LIKELY NEED TO USE IT!
l. Cell phones may be brought, but may only be used for communication to family during the camp.  Please no other video game devices or IPODs.  The campsite will not be secure enough for us to take responsibility for more valuable items while events are being held.

m. Each team member should bring $15 cash that will be used for daily rewards to ice cream shops, etc.  

n. Please no food, we will be at a campsite and want to minimize ants / bug experiences for the other campers.
